The building project has not been an easy task; it hastaken the community severd years
of hard work to get to where we are today. While it has been hard work, we have
progressed tremendously in thepursuit of our objectives.

However more remains to be done; reminding us that the current momentum needs to be
maintained. Furthermore, we require approximately $10,000 a month to maintain this
level of activity for the next eighteen months. In the past we have overcome many
obstacles to be standing where we are today. We are confident that at this critical stage
when funds are urgently required, generous contributions big and smal will be
forthcoming from devotees in the next e ghteen months for us to completethisproject.

Thai Poosam falls on the full moon day in theTamil month Thai (January - February). It is on
thisvery auspicious day that the “Kaavadi agdam” isperformed in dedicaion to Lord Muruga. It
is often performed during the fegival to emphasize debt bondage. T he Kaavadi itself isa physical
burden through which the devotees beseech for help fromtheLord Murugan.
